During my time assisting at this company over a number of contracts and short term consultancy work I have been involved with many areas, which makes it hard to write a few paragraphs describing everything.  I am unable to identify the company directly due to an NDA. I have summarised briefly here roughly in reverse order but will gladly elaborate.

Called in for assistance with Lotus Notes development work, 2nd and 3rd line support when extra help required.

Upgraded and replaced all current Windows 2000 Domain Controllers, DHCP, DNS, PKI infrastructure to run Windows 2008 R2 on physical and virtual servers.  Migrated site file-servers over to Windows 2008 R2 hosted on VMWare.
